Rules for the Queen and 
King Competition 

   1. Each contestant must be at least 16 years of age and not 
more than 21 years of age on August 12th , the first day of the 
2010 Iowa State Fair. 
    2. Contestants must never have been married nor had chil-
dren. 
    3. A county fair queen and king must reside in the county she/
he represents or an adjoining county if the majority of her/his 
activities are in the county she/he represents. 
   4. Each contestant must be an active member of 4-H or FFA. 
Each club or chapter may nominate two candidates. 
   5. No professional model--one who has been employed and 
paid a salary for a specific job of modeling--is eligible for the 
state pageant. 
   6. Any contestant who has competed at State Fair Finals may 
not compete again. No winners at county level may compete 
again. 
   7. The county contest will be decided upon this basis -- 2/3 
speech and interview and 1/3 upon the popular vote held at the 
county fair. All 4-H'ers and FFA members are  
eligible to vote. 
   8. The Iowa State Fair will provide a queen's sash and crown 
for each county fair to award their queen at the county fair. This 
must be worn when she appears at the Iowa State Fair. Kings 
will receive a medallion provided by the Fair Board. 
9. If for some reason the 2010 O'Brien County Fair Queen can-
not complete her term and represent O'Brien County at the 
State Fair Competition and the 2010 County Fair, the crown and 
sash will be returned to the O'Brien County Fair Board and will 
be awarded to the first runner up or whoever fulfills the respon-
sibility. The rule also applies to the King, at the county level. 

10. The Queen and King will need to be available to represent 
O'Brien County 4-H and FFA and the O'Brien County Fair Board

4-H & FFA GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

1.All entries MUST be made with entry fee in the OôBrien County Extension Office, Primghar, by 4:30 pm, July 1, 2010.  Make all checks 

payable to the OôBrien County Fair.  NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DATE.  NO REFUNDS WILL BE MADE IN 
ANY DIVISION. 

2.4-Hôers and FFA youth MUST ATTEND 4 meetings to be able to show at the fair. 
3.Any 4-H or FFA member in a recognized OôBrien County 4-H Club or FFA Chapter may exhibit at the fair providing they meet the 
requirements for showing and if they do not exhibit the same project at any other county 4-H show.  FFA exhibits must meet the re-
quirements of 4-H exhibits to be eligible to show. 

4.It is unlawful for anyone to falsely represent or pretend to be a member or associate with 4-H clubs or FFA Chapters. 
5.A 4-H & FFA member may exhibit at the OôBrien County Fair the one consecutive summer following high school graduation.  All ex-

hibitors must be in the 4th grade or above. 
6.Premium checks will be distributed to 4-H Leaders and FFA instructors by October 15, 2010 and must be cashed by December 1, 
2010 or premium money will be forfeited.  Again, NO premium money will be paid unless record books are turned in to the 4-H Club 

leaders and the FFA Advisors, then into Kris at the OôBrien County Extension Office.   

7.*No record books will be accepted for premium after October 15
th

!* 

8. Any person(s) consuming alcohol in the youth areas of the fairgrounds, and/or during any competitions, shows or other judging in-
volving youth will result in the disqualification of the family from all activities and competitions of the fair, forfeiture of all premiums, 
awards and other prizes earned by the family.     

9.The OôBrien County Livestock Show and Agricultural Association will use diligence to insure the safety of stock or projects after their 
arrival and placement, but in no case will the society be responsible for any theft, accident, or loss of property that might occur. 

10.The OôBrien County Livestock Show and Agricultural Association, its superintendents and office personnel are not responsible for 
articles left at the fair. 

11.The OôBrien County Fair is sponsored by the OôBrien County Livestock Show and Agricultural Association, the ISU Extension Ser-
vice and FFA Chapters

LIVESTOCK RULES 
 

1.Only livestock projects, which have been enrolled by the exhibitor and listed by the exhibitor on a Livestock Identification Report 
Form filed in the County Extension Office on or before May 15, 2010  will be allowed to exhibit.  These include Breeding Beef, 
Feeder Calves, Bottle/Bucket Calves, Dairy, Goats, Sheep, Swine, Horse and Dog.  No late ID's will be accepted. Rabbits must be 
listed on the ID form at the time of tattooing Saturday, June 5, 2010.  

2.All exhibitors showing beef, swine, sheep, dairy cattle, goats, poultry and rabbits MUST have FSQA certification on file at the Exten-
sion Office by July 1, 2010. 

3.All 4-Hôers and FFA exhibitors are expected to bring sufficient bedding and feed to take care of his/her livestock throughout the fair. 
4.All beef, market swine, and market lamb projects should be checked in and weighed by specified times. The superintendent in 
charge should record weights and other information. 

5.Fair Office and Department Superintendents make stall assignments.  Any changes made in stall assignments without permission of 
Fair Office and Superintendent will result in forfeiture of all awards and premiums earned by the exhibitor(s) involved.  In case of in-
volvement by non-exhibitors, those exhibitor(s) who benefit from the situation will be penalized. 
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6.Only blue ribbon winners are eligible for championship. The judge will make placing according to merit; blue ribbons need not nec-
essarily be presented in each class. 

7.Exhibitors must keep public alleyways open and free from litter, equipment and excessive water, to allow the public to view live-
stock exhibits. 

8.It is mandatory that all 4-H/FFA members must clean inside and outside their own pens to the alleyway after the livestock sale or 
no premium money will be awarded.   

9.Exhibitor numbers will be used. Available from the fair office. 
10.All 4-H/FFA livestock must be owned by exhibitors or in partnership with parent or legal guardian. Registration papers and ani-
mals should be presented to the superintendent upon request. 

11.If an ear tag is lost from an animal it is your responsibility to report it to the Extension Office immediately.  A superintendent or 
Extension Staff member will come to your place and retag the animal.  The cost of the tag will be the exhibitorôs expense. 

12.Livestock Building Safety Rules: 
a. All fans & electric cords are to be securely fastened and out of animalsô reach. 
b. All moving parts of fans and equipment are to be shielded. 
c. All electric cords and equipment are to be free of defects and in good working order. 
d. All alleyways are to be free of obstructions AT ALL TIMES! 

13.All exhibitors are requested to wear a 4-H/FFA T-shirt while exhibiting. 
14.All animals presented for exhibition at the Fair shall be subject to daily inspection during the fair.  Should any animal be found to be 

affected with any contagious, infectious or communicable disease, it shall be immediately removed upon approval of superintendent 
and veterinarian. 

15.No drug of any kind may be administered to any animal while housed at the fairgrounds. 
16.Any exhibitor with animals requiring medical attention for any reason will go through the following steps: 

a. Notify superintendent of the department. 
b. Superintendent will contact the Fair veterinarian to inspect the animal in question. 
c. Upon diagnosis, a licensed veterinarian will determine if treatment is necessary.  If treatment is necessary the ownerôs veterinar-

ian will be notified to treat the animal unless owner requests Fair veterinarian to treat the animal. 
d. Animals requiring treatment will be removed from fair, if deemed necessary.  If an animal is requested to be removed from the 

Fair by the superintendent, it must be done so immediately. 
17.Livestock must remain in place until posted release time of the fair.  Any one removing livestock before release time without con-
sent of superintendent will lose all premiums awarded. 

18.All exhibitors must abide by the Code of Show Ring Ethics, as printed in these Rules and Regulations. 
19.Refer to ñPENALTIESò in regards to penalties and sanctions for violations of any of the rules listed in this area. 
 

 

PENALTIES 
 

1. All premiums and awards earned by an exhibitor will be forfeited if the exhibitorôs entries, or any part of the entries, are removed 
from assigned pens or stalls at any time before the designated check out time.  In regards to violations in livestock departments the 
following penalties shall be placed upon the exhibitor. 
A. Any violation shall result in immediate disqualification of the animal(s) from the department that the violation occurred in and 
forfeiture of all premiums and awards earned, and disqualification from the auction.  Violations for this penalty shall include, but not 
limited to: 
i. Intervention of judging by family and/or friends. 
ii.Changing stall assignments without consent of the department superintendent and/or Fair office. 
iii. Failure to care, feed and water animal(s). 
iv. The grooming of animals by parties other than the exhibitor and his/her family include the following statements: 

1. Any OôBrien County 4-H/FFA leader or member  may assist other members with their livestock project on the day of show. 
2. Any OôBrien County 4-H/FFA families that are showing in the 2010 livestock shows may assist each other on the day of the 

show.   
v. Failure to comply with direction of, or intervention  with the duties of, the department superintendent. 
vi. The animal(s) have been found to be entered in,  or shown at, another 4-H and/or FFA achievement show or fair. 
vii. Other violations as determined by the superintendent and/or Fair Office. 

 

Should the exhibitor violate another rule the following 
year that the exhibitor has been disqualified due to 
any of the previously mentioned rules; the exhibitor 
shall be in ―serious violation‖ of the rules and section 
"B‖ shall apply. 
B. If a serious violation of the rules is found, the following shall be sanctioned upon the exhibitor, and the exhibitorôs family if they are 

deemed involved with the violation. 
i.  The exhibitor and the family shall be barred from exhibiting in all livestock departments at the OôBrien County Fair and the Iowa 
State Fair for the current year and next calendar year. 

ii.  The exhibitor and family shall be barred from exhibiting in the livestock department that the violation occurred at the OôBrien 
County Fair and the Iowa State Fair for the current year and the next 2 calendar years.  
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iii.  The exhibitor, and the exhibitorôs family, shall  be placed on probation for the remainder of  their years eligible to exhibit. Any 
further violation of the rules and regulations of the Fair shall permanently bar the exhibitor, and the exhibitorôs family if they are 
deemed involved with the violation, from exhibiting at the OôBrien County Fair and the Iowa State Fair. 

iv.  In the case of a serious violation of these rules, the name of the exhibitor and family, and the particulars of the violation(s) shall 
be forwarded to the International Association of Fairs and Expositions to be placed in a file that could prevent exhibition at live-
stock shows in the United States and Canada.  Refer to the Show Ring Code of Ethics. 

v.   Serious violations shall include, but not limited to: 
1. Altering the confirmation of an animal by artificial means. 
2. Administering illegal drugs, or drugs that are not prescribed by a licensed veterinarian. 
3. Falsifying records in regards to ownership, age or any facts thereto. 
4. Misrepresenting an exhibit, such as switching an animal(s) after they have been officially weighed in or otherwise entered. 

vi. Other violations as determined by the superintendent and/or Fair Office. 

 
~  IOWA YOUTH CODE OF ETHICS  ~  

 

Youth are expected to be sincere, honest and act in a sportsmanlike way at all times.  Youth represent the entire program and their 

behavior reflects on their parents, leaders, club and the entire youth program.  All adults involved with the youth program, leaders as 

well as parents, are expected to set positive examples and serve as positive role models by what they say and do.  Any youth that 

breaks the code of ethics or allows another person (adult or peer) to talk them into violating the code of ethics agrees to forfeit all 

prizes, awards and premiums.  The youth may also be prohibited from exhibiting at this and future exhibitions including the Iowa 

State Fair and other county, state or regional exhibitions.   

1. I will do my own work, appropriate for my age and physical and mental development.  This includes research and writing of ex-

hibit explanations, preparing exhibits (such as sewing, cooking, refinishing, etc.), care and grooming of animals, etc. Adult assis-

tance should help guide and support me, not do it for me. 

2. All exhibits will be a true representation of my work.  Any attempt to take credit for otherôs work, alter the conformation of ani-

mals, or alter their performance is prohibited.  Copyright violation or allowing others to complete your exhibit is considered mis-

representation and is prohibited. 

3.  I will treat all people and animals with respect.  I will provide appropriate care for animals.   

4. I will present exhibits that are safe for consumption.  All food exhibits will be safe to exhibit and for judges to evaluate.  Other 

exhibits will be safe for judges to evaluate and for exhibition.  

5. All food animals that may be harvested immediately following the show shall be safe for consumers, and shall have met all with-

drawal times for all medications, and be free of volatile drug residue. 

6. If any animal requires medical treatment while at the fair or exhibition, only a licensed veterinarian may administer the treatment.  

All medications that are administered shall be done according to the label instructions of the medication used.   

7. My animalôs appearance or performance shall not be altered by any means, including medications, external applications and surgi-

cal procedures.  Any animal that is found to have changed its appearance or its performance shall be disqualified from the show, 

and have penalties assessed against the exhibitor, parent and/or guardian by the management of the fair or exhibition.   

8. I will follow all ownership and possession rules and, if requested, will provide the necessary documentation.   

9. I will follow all livestock health requirements as printed in the premium book of the fair or exhibition.  I will provide animal health 

certificates from a licensed veterinarian upon request from the management of the fair or exhibition. 

10.By my entering an animal in this fair or exhibition, I am giving consent to the management of the fair or exhibition to obtain any 

specimens of urine, saliva, blood or other substances from the animal to be used in testing.  If the laboratory report on the analysis 

of any sample indicates a presence of forbidden drugs, this shall be evidence such substance has been administered to the animal 

either internally or externally.  It is presumed that the sample tested by the laboratory to which it is sent is the one taken from the 

animal in question.  Its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and preservation, transfer to the laboratory and 

analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken from the 

animal in question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on the ex-

hibitor, parent and/ or guardian to prove otherwise. 

11.I am responsible for my exhibit and I will not allow others to violate this code on my behalf.  By my entering an exhibit in this 

fair or exhibition I will accept any disciplinary action taken by the management of this fair or exhibition for any violation of this 

code of ethics and any other rules of competition of the fair or exhibition without recourse against the fair or exhibition.   

12.I want my exhibit to be an example of how to accept what life has to offer, both good and not so good, and how to live with and 

learn from the outcome. 

13.I will not be involved in any illegal activities while participating in 4-H and FFA events, including but not limited to alcohol, to-

bacco or drug use.   
 

I agree to conduct myself in an honest, ethical, and upstanding manner and I understand that disciplinary actions will result if these 
rules are violated.  I understand that I am expected to represent the program in a positive manner.  I have read, understand and 
agree to follow this code of ethics and any other rules of competition of the fair or exhibition as printed in this premium book. 
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SUPERINTENDENTS 
Each Superintendent shall have full charge of his or her department.  They shall have the authority to select assistants and helpers 
unless otherwise provided, subject to approval of the board. 

 

The Fair Board Superintendents will have the final say if any problems should arise concerning their area. 

 
Showmanship/Substitute Showmen 
1. No entry fee is required for any showmanship classes, except horse exhibitors, in which an entry fee is required. 
2. Showmanship classes will be divided as follows unless noted: 

A. Junior: 4th - 6th grade as of Sept. 15, 2009. 
B. Intermediate: 7th - 9th grade as of Sept. 15, 2009. 
C. Senior: 10th -12th grade as of Sept. 15, 2009. 

3.NO PREMIUM MONEY is awarded for any showmanship classes with the exception of horse classes, where premium money will be 
awarded.  

4.Each 4-H or FFA member must show his/her own project during the showmanship contest in each division. 
5.All exhibitors are requested to wear a 4-H or FFA T-shirt while exhibiting unless showmanship rules dictate otherwise -- example: 
dairy classes suggest that exhibitors wear white trousers and a white shirt.  Horse exhibitors, follow rules in horse department.  

6.Substitute Showmen - An animal must be shown by the owner unless excused by the superintendent of the division. The superin-

tendent must also approve the substitute who will exhibit the animal. The substitute must be an O'Brien County 4-H or FFA member. 
Only one person will be allowed in the ring while the animal is being shown. An exhibitor who has more than one animal in a class, 
need not secure approval for another eligible showman to exhibit one of his/her animals, however, it is the exhibitor's responsibility to  
alert the situation to the clerk as the animal is checked into the show ring. 

 

 

Livestock Sale 
9:00 am Thursday, July 22, 2010 
1. Grand and Reserve Grand Champion Market Animals (beef, sheep and swine) MUST remain on the fair grounds and parade 

through the sale ring for recognition.  Beef and sheep animals are not required to sell. 
2. Any animal going through the auction on Thursday is considered as having changed ownership (even if it is bought back by the 

original owner), and is no longer eligible to be exhibited as a 4-H project. 
3. If after the sale list is made up, the exhibitor does not keep his place, the animal is then put back in line behind those numbered to 

sell.

2010 Livestock Requirements 

ANY EVIDENCE OF WARTS, RINGWORM, FOOT ROT, PINK EYE, DRAINING ABSCESSES OR ANY OTHER CONTAGIOUS 
OR INFECTIOUS CONDITION WILL ELIMINATE THE ANIMAL FROM THE SHOW.  

 

¶ Species not requiring individual Certificate of Veterinary Inspection will be inspected when unloaded or shortly thereafter by an 

accredited veterinarian.  

¶ Each show must have an official veterinarian. 

¶ Quarantined animals or animals from quarantined herds cannot be exhibited. 
 

SWINE—Exhibitors must sign a copy of the Swine affidavit in the Swine section of this fair book.  Swine must be double-vaccinated 
for Erysipelas and must not have originated from a foreign-born herd!       

POULTRY AND BIRDS—All poultry exhibited must come from U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks, or have had a nega-
tive Pullorum-Typhoid test  (this will be done at check-in). 
 

DOGS AND CATS - All dogs and cats exhibited must have a current rabies vaccination certificate. 
 

HORSE- A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with individual identification or a description of the individual animal shall accompany all 
horse exhibitors. 
 

BOTTLE/BUCKET CALF- A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (within 30 days prior to the date of entry) with individual identification 
or a description of the individual animal shall accompany all bottle/bucket calf exhibitors. Calves must have received a 4-way shot by 
July 1, 2010. 
 

SHEEP AND GOATS- All sexually intact sheep and goats must have an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag.  Current 
health papers ( not more than 1 week prior to arrival) are required for all sheep being exhibited.

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BEEF DEPARTMENT (50) 
 

Beef show will begin at 8 am on Tuesday 
Superintendents: Dan Hunt, Merv Hoermann, Brad McDowell and Susie Maass       Judge:  Larry Anderson, Clarion, IA 
 

1. Beef project members wanting outside pens for beef tie-ups must send a $20 deposit along with entries by July 1st.  All deposits 
must be made by the exhibitor themselves.  The deposit will be returned when pens are cleaned out on Thursday.  Cleaning of 
these pens can be done before or after the sale, but not during. Pens must be cleaned by 1:00.  If this rule is not followed, depos-
its will be forfeited.   Outside pen assignments will be determined by fair entry order and beef superintendents. Each exhibitor will 
be assigned 1 pen, with second pens being assigned as room allows.   

2. All market calves must have been weighed and ear-tagged at the OôBrien County Beef weigh-in January  2, 2010. 
3. The top two animals in each class will complete for championship ribbons.  
4. Any artificial means of removing or remedying physical defects of conformation in animals exhib9ited will be considered as fraud 

and deception.  Unnatural means of providing an animal feed, water or other fluid (i.e. stomach pump, IV) will not be allowed.  All 
animals giving evidence of such treatment will be barred from exhibition at the OôBrien County Fair.  

5. Grooming chutes may not be stored in the barn or alleyways except while in use the day of the show and must be removed from 
the alley by ONE hour following the conclusion of the beef show.  Failure to comply with this request can mean forfeiture of pre-
mium money. 

6. Painting, dyeing and use of color agents of beef animals is not  condoned by OôBrien County Fair Officials.  Beef projects which 
show evidence of this will not be permitted into the show ring.  If a color or coloring agent rubs off an animal rubbed with either a 
towel or hand, that animal will be disqualified.  Exhibitors can use colored grooming aids on hooves only.   

7. After a class has been placed in the show ring, officials reserve the right to re-inspect animals for color or sharp practices.  If such 
is found, the animal will  be barred from further championship competition and forfeit all premium money.   

8. All Market Beef, Breeding Heifers, Cow-Calves, Feeder Calves and Bottle/Bucket Calves will be stalled in the respective barns or 
outside pens only.  Animals  must remain in barn stall until 8:00 pm each day, after which time they may be moved to outside 
pens.   

9. County raised calves will be recognized in the show ring at the beginning of each class. 
10. Only ring men appointed by the superintendent are allowed in the ring.  
11. Failure to notify the Extension Office or beef superintendent (Dan Hunt) by Saturday, July 17th  of a scratch of a beef 

exhibit that requires a stall tie-up will result in the exhibitors beef premium money being forfeited.

1. Exhibitors may exhibit two entries per class.

2. Fair weights (July 19th  weigh-in):  Exhibitors will have the option to move a calf up one class to the next heavier weight if they have 

more than one calf in a specific class, so that they may have the opportunity to exhibit their own projects.

Objectives: 

1. To teach accepted management practices of ration formulation, health practices, etc. 
2. To teach purchasing and marketing of cattle. 
3. To teach the economics of cattle feeding. 
4. To teach the importance of least cost ration formulation. 
 

Requirements: 
1. Weigh-in four head of market steers or heifers on November 28, 2009, from 11 am to 2 pm.  Individual calf weights are required.  

All pen cattle will be exhibited  the second week of June unless marketed early. If there is a request from the exhibitor to market 
earlier because of a grading factor, this can be approved by the superintendents and for that reason only.  If this does occur there 
will be 50 points deducted from the exhibitorôs total points of the project. 

2. All cattle must be ear tagged with 4-H tags at weigh-in time at the November 28, 2009 weigh-in. 
3. Beginning purchase price will be the current feeder market value based on 4 feeder cattle auctions prior to the November 29 th 

weigh-in as determined by the Beef superintendents.  The beginning purchase price to be used will be posted the day of the weigh-
in. 

4. Feed records must be sent in twice during the month.  Feed records will be reported from the feeding periods of the 1st-15th of 
every month and the 16th-30th (31st) of each month.  These feed records will be due on the 5th and 20th of each month.  Please 
send or drop off your records at the Extension Office.  Fax number 712-957-5065.  Any late feed records turned in will result in a 
50% deduction for feed record points. 

5. Feed stuff prices will be determined as follows: 
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a. Corn prices will be determined by the average bid by the Ag Partners, Sutherland location, for each feeding period. 
b. Exhibitors will be given the option to forward price their feed stuffs.  
*Corn can be forward contracted at any given time after weigh-in or beginning with any new feeding period.  The forward contract 
price will be based on the bid from the Ag Partners, Sutherland location.  As $.02 bushel month carrying charge will be added to 
the bid if an exhibitor chooses to forward contract his/her corn beyond 30 days.   
** Protein supplement can be forward contracted on the same basis as corn.  If there are any carrying charges of beyond 30 
days, they must be added. 
*** Roughage prices will be based on the current market prices and forward contract prices can be established by local supplier of 
the exhibitor. 

6. Projects will be evaluated on the number of head weighed in at the November 28, 2009, weigh-in. 
7. If an animal dies OR has veterinary approval NOT to exhibit due to health complications beyond the exhibitorôs control, the project 

can be completed and will be eligible for premiums based on total project records. 
8. If an exhibitor violates any of these requirements, the project can be disqualified at the discretion of the superintendents.  
9. Advanced Cattle Feederôs cattle are to be weighed and in place on the chosen market and exhibit date no later than 6:00 pm 
10.Advanced Cattle Feeder exhibitors are to select two of their pen cattle to be evaluated for carcass merit.  These two carcass cattle 
should be the exhibitorôs choice of the best two grading animals in the pen.  (Yield grade and quality grade.)  Your selection will be 
compared to the results from the government grade at the packing plant.  Your points for ―accurate carcass selection‖ will 
be determined from this.  

11.Premiums will be awarded on the basis of the following points: 
 
a. Management check  100 points possible  
b. Cost of gain 200 points possible.  
c. Return per dollar invested 200 points possible 
d. Records  100 points possible  
e. Average Daily gain 100 points possible

7. Performance placing will be based on carcass value added per head on feed. 
8. There will be a fee charged for scanning at time of entry on July 1.

Purpose: 

¶ To teach proper health care and nutritional requirements of young cattle. 

¶ To teach basic record-keeping skills. 

¶ To provide a better understanding of the feeder cattle industry. 

¶ To design a dairy/beef exhibit to fit the physical size and maturity level of younger youth. 
 

Guidelines:  

1. This project is open to all youth grades 4th thru 12th 
2. Classes will be divided as to the ages of the youth involved in the project.  
3. Any calf born between February 1st and May 10th may be shown.   
4. The calf may be a bull, steer, heifer, dairy, beef, crossbred or purebred that is bucket or bottle-fed.  No nursing is permitted.  The 
calf must be in the youthôs possession 7-10 days after birth. 

5. Exhibitors may tag three calves on or before May 10, 2010 and only one calf may be shown in this class at the fair.  Other 2 may 
be shown in Bottle/Bucket Feeder Calf Class. Ear tags will cost $1.00 per tag, and available at the OôBrien County Extension Of-
fice.  

6. ID form (Breeding Beef Identification Form), Entry Form (blue form) and picture of youth with calf showing the ear tag due in Exten-
sion on or before May 17, 2010. 

7. Calves will be shown at halter and broke to lead, no leather halters. 
8. No clipping is allowed.  Washing and brushing is the ONLY preparation needed. 
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9. Each exhibitor is responsible for the care of his or her calf & keeping the  pen clean at the fair. Feed, water & clean,  dry bedding 
is the youth’s responsibility during the fair.  Fair Board will no longer provide bedding. 

10. The best way to show growth of your Bottle/Bucket calves is to measure their girths.  You need to measure and document it in your 
worksheets every 20 days. (Please follow the chart included in your paper work.) 

11. Calf and exhibitor only in the show ring.  Exhibitor must wear proper 4-H beef attire.  Boots are the suggested form of footwear. 
12. Judging will be based on the following: 

- What the youth has learned about care and manage-      ment of raising the calf. 
- Showing and handling of the calf. 
- General health and condition of the calf. 
- Complete and accurate records on this project. 

13. Calves are entered on Monday, July 19, before 12:00 noon, & stay through Wednesday evening July 21st. 
14.  Bottle/Bucket calf project worksheets due in Extension Office July 1st , with O’Brien County Fair entry form. 
15. All Bottle/Bucket calf entries are REQUIRED to have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection within 30 days prior to the date of 

entry. 
16.  All Bottle/Bucket calves MUST be vaccinated with the 4-way shot by July 1, 2010. 
17. Premiums: Blue $10.00; Red $8.00; White $6.00

5. Lactating cows need to be in place by 4:00 pm on Monday and must be checked in by 5:00 pm to show attendants.   All lactating 

Dairy animals may be released following the Dairy Show on Monday.  Breed Champions are NOT required to stay.  
6. Suggested clothing for dairy exhibitors should include white shirt, white pants, and hard-soled shoes. 
7. To be eligible to exhibit in the Daughter-Dam class the following requirements must be met:

check-in.  If a rabbit is found to have any infectious or contagious condition, they will be asked to leave the show immediately. 
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6. The Fair Board will provide cages. Exhibitors must furnish their own padlocks and feeding equipment. 
7. The show will be on Monday, July 19, at 9:00 am 
8. Exhibitors must be present during judging, except with superintendentôs permission. 
9. Judging will be done according to American Rabbit Breeders Association standards. Individual rabbits will be judged by recognized 

breed standards. 
10.There will be breed shows if there are at least 3 4-Class and 3 6-Class rabbits from a particular breed. Classes considered to have to 

few entries may be dropped or combined with another class at the superintendent's discretion.

eligible to go on to State, participants must have completed 5th grade.  A 4-H member may participate in only one educational pres-
entation per year at the Iowa State Fair. 

 

Working Exhibits 
Working Exhibits provide an opportunity for members to communicate and interact with an audience in an informal way.  Many stages 
of the exhibit or product should be ready so that any step can be discussed.  No set format need be used. 
Questions that might be asked as starters are: 

¶ Have you seen? 

¶ Would you like to know how too? 

¶ May I show you how? 
The best subjects involve action by the members or involve the audience in some doing, feeling, tasting, smelling, or judging. The 
memberôs subject should be an outgrowth of his/her 4-H experience.  It is important that the subject used in the working exhibits is of 
interest to the audience. 
 
RULES 
1.  The length of the working exhibit at the county level will be determined at judging time 
2. Blue, Red, and white ribbons will be awarded according to quality. 
3. Selections will be made for district competition (1 possible) at the Clay County Fair and for State competition (4 possible), at the 

Iowa State Fair.  To be eligible to go on to State, participants must have completed 5th grade.  A 4-H member may participate in only 
one working exhibit per year at the Iowa State Fair. 

4. 4-Hôers giving presentations involving food must be concerned about safe handling of the food they are using.  4-Hôers should use 
sanitary and safe procedures and methods at all times.  This is tremendously important if samples are available to the viewing pub-
lic.   
Appropriate storage of the food items and the sanitary handling of the food must be demonstrated by the 4-Hôers.  Plastic gloves 
and hairnets are just a couple items that should be considered and used as appropriate.   

5. Presenters are expected to comply with all copyright/trademark regulations.  Copyrighted material not be distributed with-
out permission.   
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6. NOTE:  When presenting a working exhibit, it is important to give the source of your information.  If your directions were taken from 
a copyrighted magazine or book, you CANNOT duplicate the directions and distribute them.  You may have purchased the maga-
zine for your use, but that does not grant you permission to duplicate and distribute. 

 
What is the best approach? 

¶ Make a poster with the directions and include the source of the directions. 

¶ If you modified the directions and want to provide a handout, give your directions and credit ñAdapted froméò and state the 
original source. 

¶ If you did not modify directions, you CANNOT distribute the directions to fair goers without having copyright permission granted 

from the source.  If permission is granted, that should be noted on the handout piece and the 4-Hôer brings the letter of permis-
sion with them to be judged and whenever the working exhibit is given.  

 
Share-The-Fun 

Share-The-Fun presentations will: 

¶ Provide an opportunity for 4-Hôers to perform before an audience, purely for the sake of enjoyment.   

¶ Provide 4-Hôers an opportunity to share their skills and talent and to have fun and fellowship with members from other counties.   

¶ Provide activities that will tend to ñdrawò people to the 4-H Exhibit Building during the fair. 

¶ Provide a program that will help broaden the image of 4-H, keeping current members enrolled and inviting new ones to ñtake a 

lookò.   
 
RULES: 
1. Share-the-Fun skits/acts will be given before a live audience and must NOT exceed eight (8) minutes in length. 
2. Skits/acts must be sensitive to the diversity of Iowaôs population.  They must be in good taste and not offensive to minority groups 
of Iowanôs or U.S. Citizens 

3. If you are performing a vocal selection, accompaniment  must either be live or a recorded version with INSTRUMENTAL ONLY so 
that the judges may best evaluate your performance.   

4. Selections will made for district participation (1 possible) at the Clay County Fair and for State participation (3 possible) at the 
Iowa State Fair.  If a Share-the-Fun skit/act involves a club, or a group from a given club, at least 80% of the performing group 
must have completed 5th grade. 

5. No premiums given. 

Extemporaneous Speaking  
This program is designed to encourage the development of the communication life skill through enhancing the ability to think, to or-
ganize, to speak, and to answer questions readily by anticipating 4-Hôers before an audience.   
1. Participants must be senior 4-Hôers ï completed 9th through 12th grade (or that equivalent) in 2010.   
2. OôBrien County may send two entries to State Fair. 
3. Program format:   

a. Thirty minutes before the program, each participant will draw three of the available topics, selecting one to speak on.  The se-
lected topic will not be available to the other participants in the speakerôs assigned room.  The general nature of the topics will relate 
to 4-H.  The other two topics drawn but not chosen will be returned to the available topics for the other participants.   
b. A preparation room is to be used with one participant per speaking site admitted initially and one additional participant per speak-
ing site admitted each ten minutes as the program progresses.  A participant may not leave the preparation room until it is time to 
speak, nor may a participant receive help from a parent, leader, other adult, or any other youth.  A program official will assist partici-
pants with the time requirements.   
c. All reference material will be screened by a program official on the following basis: 
 i. Participant may bring his/her own books, magazines, or newspaper clippings for reference during the thirty minutes of 
preparation.   
 ii. Reference material must be printed material such as books or magazines (cannot be notes, outlines, or speeches pre-
pared by the participant or by another person for use in this program).   
 iii. Some relevant reference material will be available in the preparation room.  This material will consist of historical material 
related to the 4-H program.  
d. Each speech shall be the result of the 4-Hôers own efforts using approved reference material that a participant may bring to the 
preparation room.  No other assistance may be provided.  Plain 3òx5ò note cards will be provided for each participant in the prepara-
tion room.  If notes are used, the 3òx5ò note cards provided must be used in delivering the speech.   
e. Only notes made during the preparation period may be used.   
f. Each speech shall not be less than 4 or more than 6 minutes with 5 minutes additional time allowed for related questions, which 
shall be asked by the judge.  The participant will be shown time cards in an ascending order (1, 2, 3, 4, 5) by the timekeeper.  ñStopò 
will be said at 6 minutes.   
g. The program timekeeper will introduce each participant by name and the county he/she represents.  The participant will be ex-
pected to introduce his/her speech by title only.   
h. Participants are not permitted to use any props, gadgets, posters, or audiovisuals of any sort.  A podium will not be available.   

4. Speeches will be evaluated using the following criteria: 
1. Content related to topic. 
2. Knowledge of the subject. 
3. Organization of material. 
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4. Power of expression. 
5. Voice. 
6. Stage presence. 
7. General effect. 
8. Response to questions. 

 

4-H Poster Communications 
This component of the Iowa State Fair 4-H Communications program is to provide the opportunity for 4-Hôers to communicate to the 
public using the non-verbal form of communication of a poster.  The objective of this class is to provide the opportunity for 4-Hôers to 
tell a story visually about    4-H to the general public. 
 

1. Two entries per county will be chosen for State Fair.  Only one poster per 4-Hôer. 
2. Posters receiving a Seal of Excellence at the Iowa State Fair will be taken to the Extension 4-H Building on the ISU Campus

3. Any currently enrolled 4-Hôer who has completed 5th grade through 12th grade may create a poster for this class at the State 

Fair. 
4. All posters must be designed on, or affixed to, standard poster board or foam core board.  Size minimum of 14òx20ò or maxi-

mum of 15òx 22ò.  Posters may be vertical or horizontal.  Posters may be any medium: watercolor, ink, crayon, acrylic, char-
coal, oils, and collage.  Posters CANNOT be 3-dimensional. 

5. Each poster MUST have the completed Poster Entry Form attached to the back.   
6. Posters cannot incorporate copyright material or exact copies of other promotional designs, such as the Iowa 4-H Youth Con-

ference theme logo.   
7. The 4-H Clover is a protected emblem.  4-Hôers can include, but do not copy/print other material over the clover.

1. Each club will be assigned a time to enter exhibits in the project areas of Ag & Natural Resources, Expressive Arts, Family and 

Consumer Sciences, Issues, Personal Development, and Science, Mechanics & Engineering.  These will be conference judged on 
Saturday, July 17  at the Primghar Community Center.   Members must be present when their exhibits are judged.  If that is not 
possible, a substitute may take your place with permission of the Extension staff, prior to judging day. If you are not able to be 
judged during assigned time; prior arrangements must be made with the OôBrien County Youth Coordinator.   

2. Changes to entries may not be made the day of judging.  Any exhibit not listed on Fair entry form will not be judged.  All 
exhibits must be pre-entered by July 1st . 

3.  Please limit interaction during conference judging to include the project member and judge ONLY. 
4. State Fair exhibits will be chosen at the end of the judging day on July 17th  .  All exhibitors are responsible to read and comply with 

the Iowa State Fair General Exhibit rules for the exhibit to be eligible for State Fair participation.   Anyone having a state fair ex-
hibit must contact Kris or stop in the fair office for information concerning the State Fair. 

5. Exhibit classes are broad categories.  To plan exhibits,   4-Hers are encouraged to use projects guides and manuals & program 
materials to determine goals and learning experiences.  An exhibit can represent an idea, a part, or all learning involved in the re-
spective project area. 

6. An exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done to accomplish a goal(s) determined during the current 4-H year.  An individual or 
group can do exhibits.  Exhibits might be, but are not limited to, an actual product, poster, display box, report, notebook, model, 
videotape, audiocassette, etc.  Article may have been made for use by some other person.  The article may have been used or 
worn before showing, but must be clean for exhibit. 

7. The 4-Hôers goal and applicable exhibit standards will form the basis of the evaluation process.  Evaluation criteria will include dem-
onstrated learning, workmanship and techniques, and general appearance and design.  All exhibitors will receive written evaluation 
comments on the exhibits and a blue, red or white OôBrien County Fair ribbon.  Junior 4-Hôers  may receive Junior Merit ribbons for 
an outstanding project.   

8. Each exhibit must have a 4-H entry tag firmly attached to the project. If goal card not attached to exhibit, exhibit will be 
dropped one ribbon placing.  If using tape be sure it will stay attached the remaining time at the fair.    Goal cards are available 
from the 4-H leader or Extension Office.  Each exhibit must have the following information firmly attached:  Name, County, Grade, 
Years in Project and Class number and category.  The exhibitor should respond briefly to the following questions: 

A. What was your goal? 
B. How did you go about working toward your goal(s)? 
C.What were the most important things you learned as you worked toward your goal(s)? 
D.What ideas or plans do you have for the future on what you learned or discovered? 
E. Additional items (costs, time) 

** Check for additional requirements in classes for Food & Nutrition, Home Improvement, Photography, & Visual Arts.  DO THIS BE-
FORE BRINGING ITEMS TO THE FAIR! 
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9. Exhibit displays should be in proportion to the main item or idea being displayed.  If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate what 
was learned, the following maximum size guidelines apply: 

¶ Posters and banners are not to exceed standard poster board size of 22ò x 28ò or foam core board size of 22ò x 30ò. 

¶ Chart or graph boards and model display are not to exceed 4ô x 4ô in size. 

¶ Display boxes are not to exceed 28ò x 22ò in height or width and 12ò in depth. 

¶ ** Exceptions  - Food & Nutrition box not to exceed 10ò x 12ò x 14ò and poster art exhibits must be 14ò x 22ò poster board or 15ò 

x 22ò foam core. 
10.Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects) should not be used in any exhibit.  Wildflowers taken from parks 

should not be used.  It is illegal to posses songbird feathers or nests.  Game animals ñlegally taken,ò such as pheasant, duck, 
goose, or quail are acceptable.  Purple loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria) are plants that should not be planted in gardens.  It has the 
potential of becoming noxious in Iowa.  Other dried established noxious weeds are acceptable to use in exhibits. 

11. Original use by a 4-Hôer of copyright material should NOT be used in 4-H exhibits.  A copyright design is not allowable because in 
the fair settings the exhibit is on public display and that infringes on copyright laws.  

12. All exhibits, activities and programs must represent  appropriate safety procedures in the development of the exhibit and during 
the evaluation process.  This includes static exhibits and activities revolving around the communications program. 

13. Fair officials assume no responsibility for exhibits, but will do what they can to guard against damage or loss. 4-Hôers are discour-
aged from sending items that have special meaning and historical value as the exhibit or part of an exhibit. 

14. Exhibits will be released on Thursday, July 22 at 9:00 am  Any exhibit taken prior to Thursday will cause automatic with-
drawal of premium money. 

15. The following class breaks will be made according to grade in school in the 2009-2010 school years:  1st Year member ï 4th grade; 
Junior 5th ï 6th grade; Intermediate 7th ï 9th grade; Senior 10th ï 12th grade.  All  4-Hôers who have completed 5th grade through 12th 
grade (or that equivalent) are eligible to exhibit at the State Fair.  OôBrien County is allowed a total of 34 exhibits in the  

  non-livestock areas at the Iowa State Fair. 
16. Club booths may be set up on Fri, July 16 or Sat, July 17.  Fair booths will be judged on Saturday, July 17. 
17. Exhibits for State Fair must be in Des Moines on Tues, Aug 11th for judging.  The Extension Office will make arrangements with a 

volunteer to transport exhibits to and from State Fair, expect for large articles such as a chair, desk, etc., that will not fit into a family 
car.  Parents will be responsible for transporting large items.  Exhibits need to be delivered to Extension Office by Aug 6th at 4:00 
pm and picked up following the State Fair on Aug 24th,  

18. 2010 Premiums for exhibits are awarded as follows:  Blue - $3.00; Red - $2.00; White - $1.00, State Fair selected - $5.00, State 
Fair Alternates and Junior Merits - $4.00. 

 
**** Exhibits which do not comply with rules 8, 9 and 10 will NOT be evaluated, awarded a ribbon, premium 
money or displayed. 

AGRICULTURE & NATURAL RESOURCES 

701A – Crop Production 

Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a corn, soybean, small grain, or forage project or program.  If the exhibit involves 
a crop specimen, include the variety and planting date.  Exhibit topics might include, but not all limited to, variety selection, plant 
growth, planting, plant nutrition, weed and insect or disease control, environmental protection, harvesting, storage, marketing, or ca-
reer opportunities.  

101A – Animal Science 

Any exhibit (excluding animal itself) which is an outgrowth of a small or large animal project or program including beef, dairy, goat, 
dog, horse, pets, poultry, rabbit, sheep, and swine. Ownership of an animal is not required for entry in this class. Exhibit topics might 
include, but are not limited to, selection, feeding, financial management, waste management, and use of records, health care, housing 
or career opportunities. 

211A– Conservation 

Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of a conservation project or program such as soil conservation, creating habitats, wetland restoration, 
energy conservation, planting windbreaks, etc. 

221A – Entomology 

A general or special collection, from an entomology or bee project (excluding live specimen,) or any exhibit that is an outgrowth of an 
entomology or a bee project or program such as life cycle, bee management, products, (honey, wax), equipment, diseases, pests, 
habits of insects, insect genetics, IPM scouting, etc. 

 
706A - Forestry 
General or special collection, i.e., leaves, seeds, etc.  
 

706B - Forestry 

Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a forestry project or program such as insect or disease control, growth stages, 
type of tree for intended use, etc. 
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711A – Horticulture 

An exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in flower gardening and ornamentals, home garden, houseplants, small fruit crop, 
home grounds improvement project or program.  Exhibits might include such projects or concepts as plant nutrition, insect, weed or 
disease control, harvesting, preservation, marketing, careers, etc.   
 

711B - Home Grounds Improvement 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a home grounds improvement project or program.  Exhibits might include ideas or 
concepts such as landscape plans, techniques, selection of landscape plants, garden design, garden features, careers, etc. 

 
741A – Plant Science 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of a plant science project or program such as collections plant growth, plant parts, soil structure, soil 
maps, germination, cross breeding, root systems, etc.   

231A – Veterinary Science  
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of a veterinary science project or program such as maintaining health, cause and prevention of dis-
ease, internal parasites, public health, careers, etc. 
 

911A - Wildlife 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in the wildlife project or program such as fish and wildlife identification, observation, 
habitats, fish and wildlife harvest, other activities, etc. 

881A - Safety & Education Shooting Sports 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in an SESS project program such as archery, rifle, shotgun, muzzle loader, etc.  
Topics may include selection of equipment, record keeping in scoring, safety practices, care and storage of equipment, ethics, etc. 

865A—Outdoor Adventures and Camping 

Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in an outdoor adventure or camping project or program such as camper safety, fire 
building, rainy day activities, outdoor cooking, day camp plan, selecting camping equipment, equipping a backpack, resource file of 
camping activities, orienteering, outdoor ethics, etc. 

301A – Other Ag & Natural Resources Ideas 
Any other exhibit that is an outgrowth of a 4-H agriculture and natural resources project or educational experience that does not fit any 
previous class listed.

horse nettle, leafy spurge, peppergrass, knapweed, buckhorn, butter print, cocklebur, wild mustard, Queen Anne's lace, sheep sor-
rel and dock.

EXPRESSIVE ARTS 
Photography 
1. Photographs may be either black and white or color.  Photographs may be processed from negatives, slides, or digital cameras and 

computer manipulation programs. Photographs exhibited must have been taken during the current 4-H year.   
2. If photos are mounted, they can be a) flush mounted (no mounting board showing) on mounting board, or b) with mount borders 

(window mat or flat mount directly on board).  Exhibitors may cut there mounting boards, use inexpensive ready-cut window mats, 
or have matting done professionally.  In all cases 4-Hôers are responsible for design decisions such as border, with width, color, and 
size.  FRAMED PHOTOS, INCLUDING FLOATING FRAMES WILL NOT BE JUDGED. 

3. If photos are not mounted, they may be exhibited in a clear plastic covering, such as photo album sheets. 
4. A series is a group of photos or slides that are related or tell a step-by-step story.  Photos must be mounted as one unit in story 

order.  Slides should be numbered and/or displayed in sequence. 
5. The ñ4-H Photography Exhibitò label MUST BE COMPLETED AND ATTACHED to each photo exhibit entry. Label is available 

from the Extension Office or 4-H leaders.  Any photo without label will be dropped one ribbon placing. 
6. Captions are optional.  If used, they should be short. 
7. Photos should be brought and displayed in a clear Ziploc bag to prevent damage to the photo during display 
8. A 4-H’ER IS LIMITED TO TWO (2) ENTRIES PER CLASS! 
 

850—4-Hers in Action (Non-competitive class) 
ñ4-Hôers in Action!ò is a non-competitive class open to all 4-H members in grades 4-12 regardless of whether or not you are enrolled in 
the photography project. One photo that best represents ñ4-H in Action!ò will be chosen to represent OôBrien County in a special state 
fair exhibition.  
Participation ribbons only will be awarded and no premium is given for this class. 
 

There is a theme this year, which is Holidays and Seasons, so each photo exhibited should represent ñ4-Hôers in Action during the 
holidays and seasons!ò 
 

Requirements for this class include: 

¶ The photo will be a 5x7 color photo taken after Jan 1, 2009 

¶ May be a portrait or a landscape 

¶ 4-Hôer must provide a high resolution , electronic version of the photo on a CD and the printed 5x7 photo 

¶ Reflect a 4-Hôer or a group of 4-Hers involved in a project, doing community service, enjoying a recreational activity-anything that 

is related to the 4-H youth program. 

¶ Include a photo story to depict what is happening in the photo and explain why it is the best example of ñ4-Hôers in Action!ò from 

your county. (Captions limited to 75 words or less) 
 

851A – Mounted Photograph OR Series  
Individual photo or series of photos where each exhibited photo is at least 5x7 inches (the standard 5x7 print). Larger photos may be 
cropped if necessary for better composition, but no smaller than 5x7 inches. Series entries should consist of three to five photos (each 
5x7 minimum) mounted as one piece. Mounting is required for all entries in this class. Use of standard commercial photo mats is ac-
ceptable provided that exposed area of photo is not less than 4 ½ x 6 ½ inches. See rule number two above for mounting sugges-
tions. 
 

851B– Single Photograph Or Series  
A photo of any size may be considered in this class.  There is no minimum size.  Series entries should include three to five photos.  If 
the series is mounted, it should be done as one piece.  See item numbers two and three above for exhibiting suggestions. 
 

851C – Contemporary/Creative Photography 
A photograph that is understood to be a creative, imaginative, or experimental departure from realism.  Examples of Contemporary/
Creative Photography may include:  abstracts, derivations, distortions, black light, bas-relief, diazochrome, posterization, polarization, 
multiple exposures, montages, kodalith, multiple images with trick lenses and similar processes. 
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Special exhibit requirements for class 851C: 
1. Photograph must be mounted but not framed. 
2. Photo exhibit label must be attached to the back of the exhibit. 
3. A detailed report must be attached clearly stating the process used to achieve the desired effect.  Each step and materials 

or equipment used must be included in this report. 
4. Where possible, a copy of the photo before manipulation should be included with the report. 

 

851D – Photography Idea  
The class is designed for creative photography and experiments that do not fit into the previous classes. Photos or educational 
displays in this class may make use of creative camera techniques, darkroom techniques, mounting and exhibiting techniques, 
or computer enhancement, just to name a few possibilities. Above all, creativity and originality are valued. If exhibit is a photo 
or collage of photos, it must not be framed and have exhibit label.

Visual Arts 
**** Special Note:  The Principles of Art and Elements of Design ARE required for visual arts exhibits at the O’Brien 
County Fair 
1. Members will be able to exhibit articles made from kits, ONLY AT THE COUNTY FAIR.  Articles made from kits or preformed 

molds will not be accepted for State Fair consideration.  (Kits are defined as any prepackaged item where the materials and 
the design are predetermined by the manufacturer.)   Preformed molds may be used in class 821B where purchased green 
ware or white ware may be used to demonstrate a process or technique. 

2. If the exhibit results in a finished art object, you must include the picture of the source of design, the design sketches, or 
process for creating the design.  This might include cut paper designs, sketches, a piece of tree bark, doodles, or magazine 
pictures (identify the magazine and issue.) 

3. The written description of the exhibit must identify the design element(s) and/or art When application of design elements and 
art principles must be explained, the following guidelines shall be used: 

Members in grades 4-6 are responsible for using a minimum of one design element within their exhibit. Youth must ex-
plain how the specified element is used in the exhibit. While not evaluated or given a higher ribbon placing for using 
more than one element, youth may discuss additional elements used in the exhibit.  

Members in grades 7-8 are responsible for using a minimum of two design elements within their exhibit. Youth must ex-
plain how the specified elements are used in the exhibit. While not evaluated or given a higher ribbon placing for us-
ing more than two elements, youth may discuss additional elements used in the exhibit. 

Members in grades 9-10 are responsible for using a minimum of one art principle and the element or elements used in 
the selected principle. Youth must explain how the element or elements are used to illustrate the selected principle. 
While not evaluated or given a higher ribbon placing for using more than one principle, youth may discuss additional 
principles and corresponding elements used in the exhibit.   

Members in grade 11-12 are responsible for using a minimum of two art principles and the elements used in the selected 
principles. Youth must explain how the elements are used to illustrate the selected principles. While not evaluated or 
given a higher ribbon placing for using more than two principles, youth may discuss additional principles and corre-
sponding elements used in the exhibit. 

Design elements are line, shape, form, color, and texture. Design principles are balance, proportion, rhythm, emphasis, and 
unity. Information on elements and principles of design for visual art can be found at:

4. Copyright logos, designs, or trademark materials should not be used for visual art exhibits on public display at a fair or 
other setting without permission.  If written permission has been obtained for an exhibit in the technique class, it should be in-
cluded in the written support materials of this exhibit.  For display purposes, exhibits will then be labeled ñCopyright permission 
grantedò.   These materials are never appropriate for the Original Art class.  You do not need to request permission to use the 4
-H emblem.  This is granted to you as a member of the 4-H program, as long as you are not making money from its use. 

 
821A – Original Art 
Original art should be an exhibit that has a design unique to you.  By using one medium or a combination, an individual creates 
an object that is not recognizable as anotherôs work.  Trademarks, logos, and other copyrighted images  

http://www.extension.iastate.edu/clay/
http://www.extension.iastate.edu/Publications/4H634.pdf
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CANNOT be original since some other artist has already designed and created it.  You must identify and explain the application of the 
design element(s) and art principle(s) featured in this exhibit. 
If you answer, ñyesò to the following questions, your exhibit should be in the original art class. 
1. Did your idea come from something you thought up, the placement of geometric shapes, or something viewed in nature? 
2. Did you see a design, magazine, picture, painting, etc., that gave you an idea and you made major changes to that idea?  (Include 

the source of design and explain the major changes.) 
3. Did you create your exhibit by observing things around you like looking at a still life or from a photograph you took of a scene? 
4. Are the people in your exhibit (drawing, painting) ones you observed, studied, sketched, or photographed and not people you saw in 

a magazine or other photograph?  (If the person is identifiable from your picture, did you request their permission to use them in 
your artwork? 

 
 

821B – Design and/or Technique Exploration 
Technique Exploration is an exhibit that provides an individual the opportunity to practice a skill or explore a design element or art 
principle.  This exhibit may be an object, portfolio, display, or organized sketchbook.  If a non-original design source is used, its origin 
(where you found the idea, any pictures, sketches, etc.) must still be credited.  Logos, designs, & trademarks that are copyrighted may 
only be used if permission for this specific use has been granted from an authorized authority.  The written permission must be in-
cluded in the support materials provided with the exhibit or the piece is not legal for public display and will be disqualified.  For display 
purposes, those exhibits with written permission will be labeled ñCopyright permission grantedò.    
In this class: 
1. Directions may be used to make the exhibit (basket weave pattern, quilt pattern, process instructions i.e. tie dying). Include the 

source of instructions or copy of the instructions.  In your write-up be sure to focus on the design elements or art principles used in 
making decisions to develop the exhibit. 

2. It may be a process evaluation shown by examples that demonstrate a different step of the process needed to complete a finished 
product.  This process evaluation is the only acceptable place to exhibit portions of greenware or whiteware to provide the appropri-
ate surface to illustrate the process techniques being explored.  Processes could include glazes, paint blending, surface preparation 
to the final product.  A finished product will only be used in the evaluation to determine level of accomplishment of the goal. 

3. A portfolio showing several examples of practicing techniques of a medium where you used design ideas from photos, magazines, 
pictures.  You must credit the sources of design ideas. 

4. You may use a series of rubber stamps, stencils, etc. to create a design, develop technique or study color and texture.  Detailed 
explanation of the use of the design elements/art principles is required.   

5. Create a picture while practicing and improving your technique(s) of drawing, shading, blending, etc.  The write-up focuses on the 
techniques practiced to demonstrate skills in applying the design elements and/or art principles. 

 

821C - Other Visual Art Topics 
Exhibits might include study on an individual artist, style, craft business or marketing process, planning group tour, career options, etc. 
 

821D – Kit Class (County Only) 
Articles made from kits (any prepackaged item where the materials and the design are predetermined by the manufacturer) or pre-
formed molds.  4-Hôers are reminded that kits are not in keeping with the elements of creativity and originality of visual arts and may 
not advance to State Fair.

Child Development

While not evaluated or given a higher 
ribbon placing for using more than two principles, youth may discuss additional principles and corresponding elements used in 
the exhibit. 

 

Garment may have been worn before showing but must be laundered or dry-cleaned before being entered.

Includes, but not limited to, constructed garments, or accessories; design illustrations, sketches, models, etc.; modified, designed or 
recycled garments; making a garment that enhances the way you look; design or sew for others etc.  Application of design elements and 
art principals must be explained when appropriate.

2. PRESERVED foods MUST include the Food Preservation Exhibit Label, VI-991201-WB/SAS.  These labels may be picked up from 

the Extension Office or 4-H Leaders.  If not included will be dropped one ribbon placing.  Only food processed after August 1, 
2009 is acceptable. 
a. Type of food 
b. Method of preservation 
c. Processing time 
d. Date processed 
e. Source of recipe and/or method of preservation (if publication, include name and date) 
Current USDA and/or Iowa State University guidelines for home food preservation methods must be used.  (Check at County Exten-
sion Office for recommended practices or call the ISU Answer Line at 1-800-262-3804 for current researched information. 

3. Preserved foods will be returned to the exhibitor.  All other perishable food products will be discarded when removed from display. 
4. Prepared foods should be placed on a firm disposable plate or flat cardboard.  Consider this recommendation rather than pans, 

plates, china, or baskets due to potential damage or loss.  Place exhibit in a reclosable plastic bag with entry card fastened outside 
the bag. 

5. Products that require refrigeration (cream fillings, cream pies, cream cheese frosting, meat or broth, relish or fruit trays, 
cheeses, eggs, custards, egg noodles, and friendship starters, etc.) are not appropriate entries for the fair.  These items do 
not hold up well at room temperature and often pose a food safety hazard.    WE DISCOURAGE THE USE OF ALL FROST-
INGS.  SUCH  ITEMS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED, JUDGED, OR DISPLAYED. 

6. Due to safe handling concerns during processing, no meat jerky product exhibits will be allowed.   
7. All food products and food preparation procedures used, illustrated, or described must be unquestionably safe.  Any exhibit con-

sidered to be or to portray a food safety risk will not be accepted, judged or displayed.  
8. The use of alcoholic beverages in the preparation or production of 4-H food exhibits is NOT permitted.  
9. If you choose to use a display box, the dimensions are not to exceed 10òx12òx14ò.  (The three dimensions can be applied to best fit 
the exhibit size for height, width or depth.)  Poster size maximum:  poster board 22òx28ò or foam core board 22òx30ò. 

10. All food products/exhibits should be appropriate for human consumption/nutritional evaluation. 
11. Food product exhibits must be prepared, baked, or cooked using only food grade utensils and containers.   
12. Adequate size number of food items should be displayed ï one loaf of bread or 3-5 individual items such as rolls or cookies. 
 

521A – Food Preparation & Safety (Including Food Preservation) 
Includes, but not limited to, prepared product, product evaluation, food preparation terms, storage practices, etc. 
 

521B – Consumer Behavior & Management 
Includes, but not limited to, resource management, product comparison, meal planning and service, purchasing, food packaging and 
recycling, nutrition labeling, etc. 
 

521C– Nutrition & Wellness

Includes, but not limited to cleaning plan, storage, energy conservation, recycling, own home away from home, etc.  If appropriate, 
include explanation of how the design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 
 

531F – Other Home Improvement Ideas  
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of a home improvement project or program such as decision-making process, careers, etc.  .  If ap-
propriate, include explanation of how the design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 
 

ISSUES              
950A – Societal Issues  
Any exhibit by an individual or group that is an outgrowth from an Extension 4-H educational experience.  Exhibits might include, but 
are not limited to, topics such as water quality, erosion, pollution, radon, substance abuse, teen pregnancy, animal welfare/rights, etc.  
Include information on: 

¶ How does my/our goal relate to the issue? 

¶ What did I/we learn about the issue? 

¶ How can I/we best communicate the importance of the issue? 

¶ What did I/we do to educate others about the issue? 
 

 

PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT 

*When you sign up for a project area under Personal Development, you must be able to tell how your involvement in that project has 
helped you grow and develop personally.  Commenting about your personal growth on the goal card is the first step.  Then you must 
be able to tell the judge about your personal growth.  This includes all classes under Personal Development, including Self-
Determined.  Self-Determined is not a catchall class! 
 

806A - Citizenship 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a citizenship project or program such as responsibilities with family, club, commu-
nity, world, plan a community service activity, learn about local and county government, study family heritage, etc. 
 

811A– Communication 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a communications project or program such as describing the communication proc-
ess, methods of communicating, or a product based on a communications method which might include slide/tape, videotape (done in 
standard play), or feature news stories. 
 

Class 811V, Digital Video Storytelling  
Educational display or other type of exhibit that demonstrates application of technology to produce a creative movie/film/video. Exhib-
its may include a finished movie or video, creation of a detailed storyboard, editing techniques using digital video software, production 
techniques for the film/video shoot, or other display to share what was learned. Copyright permission must be obtained (and included 
with the exhibit) for any non-original material included as part of a film/movie/video.  
 

831A - Health 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a health project or program such as personal health analysis, physical fitness 
plan, home health hazard hunt, body systems and functions, daily food intake, minor injury treatment, community health services, ef-
fects of smoking, etc. 
 

841A - Leadership 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a leadership project or program such as types of leadership, analysis of personal 
leadership qualities, identification of community needs, resource analysis, develop a plan for an activity, etc. 
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871A - Music 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a music project or program such as study of a composer, music history, comparison 
of types of music, composing an original song, teaching music to others, making a musical instrument, sharing musical programs, etc. 
 
 881A - Safety 
Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a safety project or program such as home hazard hunt, organize safety poster con-
test, conduct farm safety program, attend CPR training, develop home fire safety plan, etc. 
 
891A – Self Determined 
Any exhibit, which is an outgrowth of participation in a self-determined project or program, which does not fit any other project class. 
 
 

  SCIENCE, MECHANICS & ENGINEERING 

401A - Aerospace 
Flyable model built from a kit or original design. 
 
401B - Aerospace 
Educational display or other type of exhibit showing an aerospace idea such as forces involved in flying, model rocket photography, 
safety in flying model rockets or airplanes, test for rocket stability, etc.; may include scale models or kits to illustrate a concept. 
 
421A - Automotive 
Repaired or restored vehicle 
 
421B - Automotive 
Educational display or other type of exhibit showing an automotive idea such as: safe operation, maintenance plan, comparison shop-
ping, principles of systems operations such as electrical, braking, air bags, etc. 
 
901A - Computer 
Educational display or other type of exhibit showing: 

¶ an original computer program written by the exhibitor in a common compute language, including documentation; or 

¶ an applied use of existing software (database, spreadsheet, graphic design, etc.) including printouts of the application showing 

work product; or 

¶ another idea that is an outgrowth of participation in a 4-H computer project or program.   
 

611A – Electric/Electronics 
Constructed or repaired article or educational display or other type of exhibit showing an electric or electronic idea such as safety, con-
struction techniques, lighting effects, electrical energy sources, etc. 
 
451A – Small Engine 
Repaired or restored operating engine or educational display or other type of exhibit showing a small engine idea such as maintenance, 
function of parts, comparisons, etc. 
 
441A - Tractor 
Repaired or restored tractor 
 
441B - Tractor 
Educational display or other type of exhibit related to tractor showing an idea such as safe operation, maintenance plan, engine compo-
nents, operation costs, principles of engine operation, safety hazards, etc. 
 

411A – Welding  
Constructed article or educational display related to welding showing an idea such as safety, types of welds, comparisons of welds, etc. 
 
461A – Woodworking 
New constructed and finished article. 

 

461B – Woodworking  
Educational display or other type of exhibit showing a woodworking idea such as type of woods, wood finishes, safety precautions, tools 
and proper use, wood fasteners, woodworking skills and techniques, etc.

Educational display or other type of exhibits showing how science and technology help us interact with the world or demonstrate a con-
cept.

Judging Date:  Tuesday, July 13th  at the Primghar Community Center 
 

1. Four Fashion Revue participants are eligible to represent each county with no more than two participants from any one category 
(female, male, or minority). 

2. Three Clothing Selection participants (one female, one male, one minority) are eligible to represent each county. 
3. Three $15 Challenge participants (one female, one male, one minority) are eligible to represent each county. 
4-H members may participate in the State Fair Fashion Revue more than one time.  Clothing Selection only once.  OôBrien County 
contestants will participate at the State Fair on Saturday, August 14th . 
NOTE:  Garments for the Clothing Event may also be used as a fair exhibit. 
 

1200 - Fashion Revue 
4-Hôer will model an outfit he/she has constructed, hand-knitted or crocheted during the club year.  If a skirt, shorts or pants are 
constructed, a purchased top may be worn.   Participants will be evaluated as follows:  the individual (posture, poise, grooming), 
the outfit on the individual (style, fabric, and color becoming to the individual, pleasing accessories, appropriate under garments, 
outfit clean and neat), and construction as it affects appearance (fabric suitable to style of garment, quality of construction, fit appro-
priate findings-buttons, lining, well-pressed, etc.). 
 

Special Event Criteria 
All participants to qualify for the State Fashion Revue event should: 
1. Have been enrolled in the clothing project. 
2. Model a garment or outfit the entrant has constructed, hand-knitted, machine knitted or crocheted during the current 4-H year. 

a) Garment or outfits consisting of one to three pieces such as party clothes, tailored suits, vest, slacks, skirt, active sportswear 
and /or coats are acceptable as Fashion Revue entries. 
b) Blouses and sweaters are usually considered garments.  If they are used under a coat or jacket for a touch of color at the 
neck (similar to a scarf) they may be made or selected. 
c) All other accessories and undergarments may be made or selected. 

 
1201 - Clothing Selection 
4-Hôer will model a purchased outfit that he/she has selected.  Clothing may be new or used, selected for any occasion and need 
that the 4-Hôer has.  Gifts of clothing ARE NOT ELIGIBLE.  (Outfit must be purchased, since the purpose of the program is to help 
youth develop skills in buying clothing.  Outfit means two or more pieces unless a dress is purchased.)  Participants will be evalu-
ated as follows:  the individual (posture, poise, grooming), the outfit on the individual (becoming color, style, fabric, fit and appropri-
ate accessories of the outfit, activity, and individual), the outfit for intended purposes (selection reflects understanding of fiber, fab-
ric, design, construction, fit, warmth, comfort, etc.) and the money spent (amount justified careful consideration of memberôs needs). 
 
Special Event Criteria 
All participants to qualify for participation in the State Clothing Selection should:  
1. Select and/or purchase an outfit that represents the 4-Hôers goals or intended use for the selected outfit. 
2. Have had individual planned or county experience(s) in choosing shopping alternatives, evaluating fit, quality and construction 

features, price and cost comparison. 
NOTE:  Outfits may be selected and/or purchased from any source; including consignment shops used clothing stores, etc.  Cloth-
ing items, which are home sewn, are not eligible unless the completed garment was purchased from a used clothing source.  Cloth-
ing items, which are custom sewn specifically for the participant, are not eligible. 
 

1202—$15 Challenge 
4-Hôers are encouraged to spend $15 or less on an outfit following these criteria:   
Special Event Criteria 
The $15 Challenge ï All participants (male or female) to qualify for participation in the state event should: 
Purchase an outfit that represents the 4-Hôers goal or intended use for the selected outfit. 
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Have had individual planned or county experience(s) in choosing shopping alternatives, evaluating fit, quality and construction fea-
tures, price and cost comparison 
Outfits must be purchased at a garage sale, consignment store, or resale shop (i.e. Goodwill, Salvation Army). Hand-me-downs or 
clothing as gifts belong in clothing selection.

SPECIAL EXHIBIT CLASSES 
4-H Historical/Family Heritage 

     Purpose: This class is designed to help participants gain a greater appreciation for and to focus on 4-H history and family heritage.  
Emphasis is also provided for an intergenerational focus.  Participants (youth and adults) are encouraged to learn more about the 
history of 4-H in Iowa and their heritage.  This class is designed and intended to provide an opportunity for 4-Hôers and adults to form 
a team in planning and developing an exhibit to share together learningôs related to history and heritage.   
 

1. Each county may enter two exhibits at the Iowa State Fair in this class, as long as one is 4-H-related. 
2. The 4-H youth exhibitor(s) will receive special recognition certificate. 
3. The exhibit must be an outgrowth of a 4-H learning experience planned and completed by one or more 4-Hôers, of eligible exhibitor 

age, with one or more adult(s). 
4. The exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done, through   4-H, to accomplish a goal(s) determined jointly by all the participating 4-
Hôers and adults. 

5. Exhibits might be an actual product, poster, display, report, notebook, model, videotape, audiocassette, etc. 
6. The exhibit should include the following information: 

¶ What was the goal(s)? 

¶ How was the idea for the exhibit determined and developed? 

¶ What responsibilities were completed by each participant, youth and adult, involved in the learning experience? 

¶ What were the learningôs of this experience for each individual?  This might include what you learned about working with each 

other. 

¶ What were the benefits of the experience for the participants (youth/adults/together)? 

¶ What plans do you have to continue this interest? 

¶ What responsibilities did each participant, youth and adult, involved in the learning experience complete? 

7. Exhibitors are responsible to read and comply with the Iowa State Fair ñGeneral Exhibit Rulesò to be eligible for State Fair entry. 
 

811L – 4-H Historical/Family Heritage 
Any exhibit by one or more 4-H’ers with one or more adult(s), which is an outgrowth of a goal identified by the participants.  Topics 
might be related to the history of:  4-H, a 4-H project, educational experience, activity, family heritage, Iowa, etc.

      OPEN CLASS DEPARTMENT 
Open Class Craft  

Superintendents:  Sally DeKok and Bev Dau 
General Rules: 
1. All articles entered in this department must be the work of exhibitor and the work of one who does not sell those products in a show 

or regularly to stores. 
2. Only one entry can be made in each lot.  It is not permissible to enter duplicate articles and work in two or more classes.  All articles 

must be completed. 
3. All residents of OôBrien County are encouraged to exhibit.  4-Hôers are asked to display all their projects in the 4-H department. 
4. Soiled work will not be accepted or entered for premiums.  Any item that was entered in last years show may not be entered this 

year. 
5. Kits will be allowed in all classes.  Sets or pairs are allowed. 

6. The management will use diligence to insure the safety of articles after their arrival and placement, but in no case will they be re-
sponsible for any loss or damage that may occur. 

7. Ribbons will be awarded as Blue, Red and White awards; Grand Champion ribbons may be awarded in each division. (Not every 
exhibit will necessarily receive a ribbon.)  Articles will be judged on general appearance, neatness, and degree of difficultly and 
quality of workmanship.  

 8. Articles that have to be dry cleaned or which may be easily soiled must be put it clean plastic bags or covered with cellophane 
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for display.  Bags will not be provided by supervisors. During judging all articles will be unwrapped, however. 
9. Premiums:  Blue $3.00; Red $2.00; White $1.00. 
 
Registration and Exhibiting: 
1.  Preregistration is NOT required.  A $1.00 entry fee per person will be collected (with the exception of those just entering quilt 

blocks) when entries are brought to the fair on Saturday, July 17th 
2.  Exhibitors must know the divisions and class numbers of their exhibits.  Entry tags will be prepared and then placed on each ex-

hibit the day of entry.  Hour for entering exhibits will be from 7:30ð10 am on Saturday, July 17th 
3.  Judging will begin at 10:30 am on day of entry.  No exhibitors or visitors are allowed in the building during judging.  The show will 

be open to fair goers on opening day of the fair.  All open classes will be held in the Open Class Building along with the open class 
horticulture department on the fairgrounds.
